Kicker (6417) - Can be used at a rate of % oz per sprayable quart.

Appearance Improver (6487) - Can be used at a rate of 1-2 oz per sprayable quart.
Fisheye Remover (6737) - Can be used at a rate of % oz per sprayable quart.
Universal Urethane Flex Additive (9194) - Use with soft, flexible substrates. Refer to TDS for mixing information.

APPLICATION & FILM BUILD

Apply 2 - 3 flowing coats (2.2 - 3.6 mils @ 1.2 mils per coat) using the spray gun setting listed above. Flash for 5 — 15 minutes depending on
activator used (refer to flash/dry times on page one). Keep spray gun nozzle 6 - 10 inches from the vehicle to avoid entrapment of air in paint

film. Always keep containers tightly closed to prevent moisture contamination. Clean equipment thoroughly after use.

Critical Recoat Time: Can be recoated after eight hours (@ 75°F (24°C), and 50% relative humidity). Clearcoat must be sanded with 1200 grit or
coarser paper prior to applying additional material.

Film Build: 2-3 coats @ 1.2 mils. Must have a minimum of 2.2 mils and not to exceed 3.6 mils.
